INFORMATION FOR STUDENTS IN THE 4TH Year, GENERAL MEDICINE, ACADEMIC YEAR 2010/2011
I. Credit from Pharmacology
a) Conditions for credit:

 - Regular attendance on practicals and seminars (only one absence is acceptable)

       - Average mark from the semester ( 3.00
b) Before the exam students need to have the credits from both semesters in their indexes.

c) In the case that a student fails to meet the conditions for credit:
       - Insufficient average (i.e., > 3.00) = examination from all topics of the semester

       - Insufficient attendance: 2 absences – the student will be examined in depth from both topics; in   
         the case of more than 2 absences - the student will be examined in depth from the whole term.
II. Final examination from Pharmacology

The first part of the exam is a written test. The students with excellent results in both semesters (i.e., in each semester the average ( 2.0) may avoid the test. Once the test was performed, these results will be included in the final classification. The test will be held at the Department of Pharmacology, 7:30 AM on each day of the exam term. 


The test is a part of examination; however, the students are allowed to pass to the oral part of examination irrespectively to the results of the written part. When a student decides not to pass forward to the oral part, the examination is classified as “failed”. 

The oral part takes place on the same day as the test, i.e., immediately after the results of the tests are known. When the examination has to be repeated due to the student’s failure, the test is not held anymore.

Pre-term is supposed only for excellent students with outstanding results. Students should have an average in each of both semesters < 1.5 and must have a recommendation from the teacher responsible for seminars/practicals (PharmDr. M. Štěrba, Ph.D.).

In the summer semester the terms will be opened only at the end of semester not to interfere with scheduled teaching; i.e., no terms will be given during the summer semester!

Please plan reasonably your exams and other study duties with appropriate responsibility! Keep in the mind that taking the first term during the September can also potentially mean no chance for second attempt!

The examiner reserves the right to change the scheduled term with respect to his other working duties. The possible changes will be anounced via SIS.
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
